CATCH™ the ball, or jump the pad-
dle, depending on the game you
play. Some games give you a par-
ticular game feature to use in
competition. Activate these game
features with the red controller
button:

Speed - When you want to add
some speed to the return ball,
press the red controller button as
the ball makes contact with your
paddle.

WHAMMY™ . Put sharper angles
on your return hits.
